On Tuesday night in the West Cork Hotel the Swansea Cork ferry group met with its shareholders to make a decision on the purchase of The Julia, the new ferry boat. The Community Council were present on the night representing your investment and with the hundreds present, voted in favour of purchasing The Julia, which will operate under the Fastnet line and what a fantastic name to operate under. But there is still some time to go before she sails home as the legal end of the purchase has yet to be sorted if this goes through plain sailing (pardon the punt) we should then have an estimated time of when she could be in Irish waters. Purchased at 7.8 million this was a massive bargain remembering she was sold for 14.2 million only a little over 12 months previous but its the times we are in  The team who negotiated the deal gave a full run down as to where they are at and spoke of The Julia and its magnificent interior. Some improvements will be made but in general it’s in smashing order. Chairman of the new Co-op is Conor Buckley of West Cork Tourism and he has spent a huge amount of personal time on this project in the past number of months and the great news for this peninsula is that Schull’s Stephen O Keeffe is Vice Chairman who will be a great help to us in this peninsula. There is an estimate time when she could be in Irish waters and that could be early June but this may change so we will have to keep our heads down for a little longer.  But on a funny note onTuesday night Conor Buckley stated that he won’t be happy until he sees the yellow number plates travelling through the booreens of West Cork and at the way this team has worked that may well be soon.                              On Wednesday night The Community Council held an information evening in the Harbour View Hotel, Schull in relation to the Special Landscape Designation. As it was only organised on Tuesday we were a little more than surprised when well in access of 100 people turned up to unanimously support the removal of the Special Scenic Landscape Designation. A lot could be said but it would take pages in this newsletter to print their views but the one thing that we succeeded on the night was that we have now for the first time we got all five councillors in agreement that this designation has no place in rural Ireland. No consultation No Designation is our motto. But we will have to go one step further and that is on Tuesday morning, next at 9.30 we will again protest outside the County Hall, Cork to show the planners, that yes we succeeded on the 22nd of December in its removal but now that its back in the local area plan we’re back also! For once and for all we demand our basic human rights as citizens of this island and that is to live in the country side and not in the cities and towns where these planners are forcing our young people to go to. We will take a number of planning cases before the council on the day and we will demand answers as to why genuine planning applications are been turned down and we will get answers. To those who say this is political I will say to you, you are right because it’s the councillors who agree to these plans if they say yes it happens and if they say no, it don’t. But if the community groups did not protest outside the County Hall on the 22 of December we would have another designation in this and other peninsulas today. So if possible down the tools on Tuesday and head to the County Hall for 9.30 and send a clear message to the planners that we are now taking control of a situation that has been left drag on for far too long. Easter Traditions in Ireland- Many family households would prepare their homes for Easter Sunday by doing what would be better known as “spring cleaning” to prepare the house for blessing by the local priest which is a religious ceremony that dates back hundreds of years. No outdoor work should take place on Good Friday in Ireland and should be treated as a day of rest and preparation of body and soul for Easter. On Good Friday people would attend confessions asking for forgiveness, have their hair cut, nails trimmed and would also shop for new clothes to be worn to Easter mass. Eggs would not be eaten during the time of Lent and would be presented to the Irish household on Good Friday but not eaten until Easter Sunday. Eggs would have been painted with different colours and designs but have been replaced with Chocolate Easters Eggs for the children, with over five million being purchased each year in Ireland. Holy Saturday would be a day that Irish people take a vow of silence but also attend a special ceremony to have their Holy water blessed but would also attend the Easter Vigil which usually starts at 10pm with the Church decorated in purple coloured banners to celebrate the arrival of the King. All lights in the Church are extinguished at 11pm with a new flame being presented to the altar of the church which is a Paschal candle, a symbol of the Risen Christ and the celebrations of the Holy Flame. Easter Sunday in many homes is very similar to any other Sunday or religious day in Ireland. Families get together dressed in their new clothes and would attend mass together in their local church. The Easter Eggs are always presented to the Children after their traditional Easter dinner and can only be given to a child that has not broken the Lent fast and who has also finished eating a full Easter Dinner but from part experience parents usually bend the rules for the children as the fasting is somewhat of a difficult task for a child.
