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FARM PLASTIC Over the past number of years the Community Council have been expressing their annoyance that farmers were having to travel up to 20 miles or more to get rid of their yearly farm plastic and we are pleased to announce that this year we have found suitable site in the Mizen Peninsula. The Community Council were contacted over two weeks ago to identify a suitable site with an open concrete yard and with easy access.  Within hours we identified a suitable yard for this. Following an inspection of the premises last week, the Community Council are very pleased to announce that the Bale and Silage plastic collection will take place in the yard of Tom Jermyn, Gortyowen on Tuesday and Wednesday May 5th and 6th from 8.30am to 6pm.The charge to farmers will be 35 euro a half ton, which is up to 300 clean plastics. Also you will have to have the identification number which is on the pallet where purchased. This will be some good news for farmers at a time when it’s all bad news they are getting. The Goleen & District Community Council would like to thank Teddy Brown of Cork County Council for his advice on this and many other matters, Charlie Connell, who is in charge of farm waste plastic and Tom Jermyn for his cooperation.

SPECIAL SCENIC LANDSCAPE
A great thanks to all those who went to the County Hall Cork on Tuesday morning last to make a peaceful protest against the designation of the Bantry electoral area as a Special Scenic Landscape. Many people had to be up at  4am with work done to get there, but they did.  Up to 150 people travelled from the Mizen peninsula.  There was a huge turnout for the meeting with up to 200 hundred more protesters from the Beara peninsula and Bantry area. Jim Connolly, Secretary of the Rural Dwellers Association, and Joe Kelly, Chairman of the Special Scenic Landscape committee,  spoke to the crowd outside County Hall.  While these speeches were ongoing, up to 40 protesters went in to County Hall and sat in Council chambers.  This was done in a peaceful manner. When the County Councillors arrived,  the protestors were asked to vacate the seats, but they refused to do so until questions were answered.  They were asked a second time to leave the comfortable seats of the Councillors to let the Councillors take their seats, but again they refused to do so until questions were answered.  Hundreds were outside the Council Chambers at this stage trying to get in.  For the first time in the history of the State the council meeting was called off.  Many Councillors emerged angry with protesters, but we now know the reason for that.  We have found out since that  most likely it was not that they could not do business, but that they could not draw down their expenses as the had not taken their seats on the day.   Well,  we are sorry for this but we got no expenses for going up that day either.  To the Skibbereen and Kinsale Councillors, who were very vocal on the day, we say remember that you have beautiful areas too.  They have not been included in this designation so if you would like to take some of this designation burden off our backs, you are more than welcome to do so otherwise keep your mouths closed. The Special Scenic Landscape committee will meet with the 5 Cork County Councillors on Friday night next. The chairman of Goleen & District Community Council will attend this meeting also.  This is through an agreement reached in Council chambers by Councillor John Gilroy of the Labour party, who acted as an independent mediator on the day. Well done to all who travelled on the day from Ballydehob, Goleen, and Schull.  As one national paper put it the next day,  this was truly peoples power. Your community are proud of you but the battle continue.
RADIO GONE
After many years West Cork Radio 103 has been axed and it’s being run from Mallow now.  A decision was made to axe the programme last week with no notice been given to the public. What can be done we don’t know.  Politicians have been contacted to fight for its return or at least get some answers. We await these answers before we make our next move.
