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SOME PROGRESS BEEN MADE ON SPECIAL SCENIC LANDSCAPE

Well the dust is beginning to settle on last week’s historic events at the County Hall. We still have the few councillors calling us a mob —one from Blarney and more from Kinsale and Skibbereen, doing enough jawing in the County Hall on the day that should last us all a lifetime.  Our County Manager called it a disgrace on the one hand and with the other was at the same time contacting us to meet with him as soon as is possible.  This meeting has been requested by us for the past 12 months so that’s good progress for a disgraceful bunch.  Further more we are delighted that the County Manager has agreed that they will now review up to 100 planning applications chosen by this Special Scenic Landscape Committee.  So all this proves is that democracy still exists,  even if you have to go to great extremes to see it work. The biggest problem for this Committee is to pick 100 hundred out of what could well be thousands of planning applications that require investigation in West Cork— both planning applications sanctioned and refused or delayed for unknown reasons. Some of the Councillors, who were venting their anger at us with our peaceful protests last week, are trying to be involved in the 100 planning this week . What a difference a week makes with some people. What is now unfolding is what we think is very close to a planning scandal and the Special Scenic Landscape designation was going to be part of this.  If it’s to be cleared up so that the public can have any confidence in our planning laws in the future, we will have to have a independent tribunal.  We can’t have the planners investigating themselves.  That would be a farce. The Special Scenic Landscape Committee and the people of Cork County should not agree to it. In relation to the Special Scenic Landscape,  many of the councillors believed that this was a designation from the Department of Environment,  forced on Cork County Council to carry out the designation.  But the Special Scenic Landscape committee have received a letter from the Minister of Environment stating clearly that at no time did he request Cork County Council or any Council in Ireland to designate any areas as a Special Scenic Landscape. This has stunned many councillors. Clearly both we and they need an answer to who were the pencil pushers who tried to ruin Rural Ireland.  We intend to have answers in the near future for you, the ever patient public. On the protest we again thank you for turning out last Tuesday week in huge numbers at County Hall.  We thank you also for the peaceful way you conducted your protest.  To those councillors and TDs who complained,  well,  the only advice we can give you is to talk to the people. There has not been one dissenting voice out there in the hundreds who have since spoken on the matter in this area. So, sorry, I think you are out of touch with the people who put you there to represent us.
