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CORK SWANSEA FERRY News that the Swansea Cork Ferry will not be up and running this year comes as a great disappointment to many.  But realistically however disappointed you may be, it is the correct decision that the board has made. Starting now, when everyone has their bookings made, could well have been a very costly error, which may have led to major losses of shareholders’ money. The unexpectedly long negotiations for the purchase of the ship is the cause of the ferry not being able to run this year.  But it now gives the Board the time to plan properly for next year, with its return being scheduled for March 1st.  2010.  Conor Buckley, Chairman, West Cork Tourism Co-operative stated that we have to take the long term view.  It’s disappointing for many  now, but this decision is the best for the future.  

PLASTIC COLLECTION The first ever farm plastic collection in the Mizen Peninsula turned out to be a great success.  Over 120 farmers used the service over the two days. This saved them the long trip by tractor to Bantry or Skibbereen , which they have been making for many years and after getting there queueing there for some time. Again we in Goleen community would like to thank Teddy Brown, Cork County Council, for his assistance to us on this matter and to Charlie Connell of Waste Farm Plastic and to Tom Jermyn, Gortyowen, for the use of his yard for the two days. We are now in negotiations with the farm waste plastic team to see if we could arrange a collection of net and string from round bales.  More on this in the next couple of weeks.

TELEPHONE BOX  Over the past couple of months Goleen  & District Community Council have been negotiating with eircom to retain the 3 telephone boxes in the parish that had notices on them for removal. This was always going to be difficult as eircom had proof of the usage of these telephone boxes by the takings.  They could tell how much the telephone boxes were been used in the last 12 months.  Both Crookhaven and Toormore had little or no usage.  In Crookhaven, the lowest of the three, the takings did not even get into double figures.  So we are left in a difficult position.  We have pleaded for the retention of the three and made a strong case for them. Our case for the Goleen village public telephone box  has succeeded and they are to leave it for the next 12 months.  But eircom has said that the other two will be removed.  The representatives of both Crookhaven and Toormore have been notified and we await the reaction from those areas. Realistically I don’t  think they can be retained,  but then in saying this,  we were told the same about Goleen at the beginning and now we have won that battle. We will keep a close eye on developments with our public telephone boxes.  The only advice we can give is to get out there and get talking because if you don’t , they will be gone forever.  

SPECIAL SCENIC LANDSCAPE  After the dizzy heights of floor 15 of County Hall last week where we did not stage a sit in,  it was back to the ground work in the past week. The committee met over the weekend and have decided to hold a public meeting in Castletownbere and Schull.  The date for the Schull meeting will be Tuesday night  May 19. All candidates in the upcoming Council elections will be asked to attend and from this meeting we will be preparing our list of 100 Genuine Planning cases . Anyone who feels they have a strong case that needs answering should attend this meeting.  We will not ask anyone to speak about their case in public,  unless they want to,  but we will accommodate all cases after the meeting on the night. We look forward to having you there on the night. More on this next week.
DUNBEACON SCHOOL  What’s up you may ask?  A lot of strange happenings there last week with a surprise clearance of the grounds and some work on the buildings,  which led to a genuine annoyance by locals.  It looks as if  we are taking a step back in time with this story —maybe even over a hundred years ago to explain this one.  If that was not enough,  there are concerns about Dreenlomane School as locals received letters here also. So interesting times ahead for the people of these areas.
