Community Activities News
Host families This year we have a second smaller group of Spanish students coming to Atlantic School of English. As per requirements of approved language schools (which we are) we can only put one of each nationality in the same host family. So we thought to perhaps use Goleen this year as the centre for our second group. One of our teachers Luigi lives in Goleen and can also drive the mini bus so we are thinking to use him and the bus to transport them in and out each day. We pay €175 per week (calculated at €25 per night) for the first student (a bit less probably for the second of a different nationality but we have few of those). They start school at 9.30 a.m. and have 
leisure activities in the afternoons plus a day excursion on Saturday. Sunday is "family day" when the families are responsible for the student. The family provides breakfast/packed lunch/evening meal and includes the student in their regular family life. This new Spanish group arrives weekend of June 27/28 and are here for 3 weeks. Any family with a spare room is okay but those with teenagers (or even younger children) are particularly ideal. Their ages are usually between 13 - 17. They originally booked for 15 but are finding it difficult to fill their numbers and have indicated there will probably be less.
