On Tuesday night last the hotel in Schull was packed to capacity as people from all over  West Cork came to a public meeting held by the Special Scenic Landscape committee. The purpose of the meeting was to give a full explanation to the public of the committee’s achievements since the protest in County Hall a few weeks ago and to initiate the process of gathering the 100 genuine planning refusals that will be investigated by the Council. Council candidates who attended were Joe Burke, Danny Crowley, Michael Kingston and Dermot Sheehan.  Apologies were read out for Noel Harrington, John O’Shea and Michael O’Sullivan. Contacted to attend but got no response were Mary Hegarty, Patrick Murphy, Ann O Leary and Jose Ospina.  Jim Connolly, founder member of the Irish Rural Dwellers, spoke to a captive audience for 20 minutes on many rural planning issues including the dreaded An Taisce and how they are appointed. Finbarr Harrington spoke on how the Special Scenic Landscape committee would deal with the 100 or more cases in the next couple of weeks. Following this there were many questions from the public, which were all fully answered by the committee and the candidates present. It has become apparent to this committee before we finalise our one 100 cases it is only fair and right that we hold one other public meeting.  This meeting will be in Bantry on Friday week May 29th.  More on this as the week progresses. 
                                                     COMMUNITY SERVICES CONFERENCE 
The Chairman of the Community Council travelled to Athlone to attend the Community Services Conference last week to represent the Goleen and District Community Council amongst 350 other community attendees around the country. Minister Éamon Ó’Cuív was the guest speaker. Boy, did he put his foot in it when he spoke of his new great idea to cut the Community Services grant aid so he could go back to the Minister of Social Welfare and get a few quid from her so that he would be able to create more jobs from this idea.  But if we thought we had heard enough of Éamon’s Dreaming we hadn’t. He continued by stating he would only cut this grant aid from Rural Areas and not from Rapid Areas, big cities and so on. He has to have a good explanation for this, you say and wait for it, he said that rural Ireland was full of money and that we should pick up a bucket and walk around with it and we would get loads of money.  At this stage many in the audience were looking to see were there some of those eggs, that were thrown at the AIB officials a few days earlier at the EGM, left over .  He continued ranting over and over again about the bucket and how we could get loads of money in rural Ireland with it. This was an astonishing statement from the Minister of Rural and Gaeltacht Affairs, to run down the people of rural Ireland so badly, but many left him speechless when they had their say. When we got our opportunity, we told him that we in Goleen could not accept the grant cut he was talking about and that we were also in a Rapid Area, a rapidly deteriorating area.  At that he hurriedly went off promising nothing,  much to the pleasure of the City groups, in the minority there,  who had listened to a Minister for Rural Affairs reduce us the people of rural Ireland to nothing more than ‘hole in the bucket’ people.
