This has given locals and visitors a chance to get  some long awaited work done and, for  the visitors, it was a chance to enjoy their well earned break over the holiday weekend.
This week the Citizens Information Service will have their mobile information unit in the Mizen Area on Tuesday June 9th. It will be in Goleen from 10 am -12.30pm and in Schull from 2pm to 4.30pm. Staff on the mobile unit will be available to provide information and advice on a variety of topics including 1/ employment rights, 2/ redundancy 3/ unemployment & other social welfare benefits, 4/ family matters, 5/ consumer issues, 6/ Migrant Issues.   Anybody interested in the service can drop in to the mobile unit. No Appointment is necessary. The service is free and confidential. The West Cork Citizens Information Service has a full time centre in Wolfe Tone Square, Bantry. The help line number for West Cork Citizens Information Service is 027 52100.  We are delighted that the mobile unit is coming to Goleen and Schull.   There has been a huge increase in numbers calling in to the offices of Citizens Information over the past number of months so we would advise you to take this opportunity to go to meet and talk to the expert staff who will be available on next Tuesday June 9th.
