With job losses happening at such an alarming rate, nobody feels safe any more.  So it was again only right that people discussed these topics with the candidates. Leaders of our two main parties flew in to the Bantry electoral area by helicopter during the campaign. So a genuine question on all our lips was,  how can there be money found for such extravagance in what we are told is belt-tightening times.  These leaders should lead by example. Another question on peoples’ lips was why all these posters?  Could not all the candidates have got together before the campaign and agreed to put up no posters.  One candidate, who didn’t put up posters until two weeks before polling day, had every body talking about the fact there were no posters for that candidate,  but. when the posters arrived on the scene, nobody spoke about the candidate.  So maybe you could gain more popularity by not having them up.  Congratulations to Dermot Sheehan on winning a County Council seat.  By all accounts a great night was had in Goleen. Dermot ran a great campaign and was working with very strict boundaries in the effort to elect 4 Fine Gael candidates in Bantry Electoral area.  As we know this did not happen. We also would like to congratulate Michael Kingston, who had a huge mountain to climb at the beginning of this campaign,  but climb it he did and almost got to the top again.  He had a strong canvass and left no stone unturned in his bid for a council seat. In Europe there have been some changes.  Many felt very disappointed that Cathy Synnott lost out. Others were stunned at Toireasa Ferris excellent performance.  Brian Crowley, Sean Kelly, and Alan Kelly were the eventual winners. Let’s hope that they will work for the people of rural Ireland like some of their predecessors did. The political landscape in this country is starting to change. The people are very angry and they showed how to demonstrate their anger last week with Fianna Fail getting the backlash that was predicted and the Green Party being almost wiped out.  Again this was well predicted in advance.  But now with the election out of the way, what most people want in this country is a good steady government ,whoever that may be,  that can start to lead this country on the  road to recovery. This may take some time and the public know this.  But if the government show some maturity & true leadership and show some signs that they have the ability to lead,  it might well send a message to the rest of Europe that Ireland is open once again for business.
