If you have any more energy left there will be live music in Crookhaven with the Amadans and Bodhrans and before the race, in Goleen village, there will be some live Music in the Street. From Monday to Friday 10am -1pm daily there will be a Table Tennis Training Camp at the Community Centre. From Tuesday to Thursday 10am—12.30pm there will be an Art Workshop in the Parish Hall with Valerie Morgan and on Friday 11.30am there will be an Art Competition with the Laurence Stafford Memorial Shield for the overall winner. Back to Monday 10th 8.30pm there will be a Festival Football Final;  at 9pm there will be charades. On Tuesday 11th 6pm there will be Parish League Finals;  at 10pm there will be the pub talent singing competition in the Lobster Pot;  on Wednesday at  5.30 - 6.30pm there will be athletics in the Community Centre. For all you cooking enthusiasts, there will be a Cookery Demonstration by Carmel Somers in the Barleycove Hotel. Tickets are available from your Community Councillors.  At 10pm the Pub Talent Singing Contest takes place in the Fastnet Bar. On Thursday 13th 11 am there will be a guided Historical Guided Walk by Pat McCarthy around Goleen. At 8pm. all going well, there will be the Soccer Final and at 10pm the pub talent singing takes place in O’Mearas . On Friday 14th 8.30pm the parade for the fancy dress takes place and following this there will be music in the street with the Trashing Mill Boys and the Pub Talent Singing Final for the Tommy Hodnett Memorial Trophy. On Saturday 15th 10 am there will be the Small Boat Fishing Competition.  At 11am the Goleen Table Tennis Festival tournament.  From 2-5pm there will be the Country Market in the Community Centre; also at 2pm there will be festival children’s races and bouncing castle, open to all in the community.  Alsp there will be a bbq, tug o war, registration for under 6 carting and registration for the under 8,10,and 12 for Sunday. At  6pm there will be children under 6 pedal carting in the Community Centre.  From 7 to 9pm there will be music in the street with Noel Maguire and at 10 pm till late we have music with Open the Taps. On Sunday 16th there will be a free session racquet sports in Community Centre to 12 noon.  At 12.30 there will be Busking on the Streets at 1pm. There will be registration of the pedal carting outside O’Meara’s and at 2pm pedal cart racing takes place for under 8,10,12. If you’re feeling hungry, don’t fret as the pig roast and BBQ will be ongoing behind you at the races. At 5.30 pm there is the Tug-o-war and at 10 pm the Music on the Street takes place with the Misfits;  also the announcement of the King or Queen will take place then. There’s something for everyone in this year’s festival. Times will be subject to change a little so keep your ear to the ground locally for any updates and all we can do is hope the weather stays with us for the 8 day long ever expanding festival.

PLAY PARK CLOSED The play park in Goleen has been closed for the past few days, which is a major concern to the local community. The Community Council collected €10,000 for this play park and now it’s closed.  At the time the park was taken over by Cork County Council and they have continued to maintain it. We have done some investigating about this and have been told by a reliable source that its closure is due to vandalism.  This is a major disappointment to locals and visitors alike. The damage is very expensive to repair and in the present financial climate it is hard to see when it will be repaired. To the vandals who did this - you might not still be around, but if you are, we want to let you know that you have really messed things up for the children of this community and visitors. PHARMACIES’ STRIKE 
For most people who need their medication the reasons behind the dispute between the Minister and the Pharmacies are the least of their worries. Concerns were raised at Monday night’s Community Council Monthly meeting as to the effect the strike will have on the people of Rural Ireland. If it’s like anything else Mary Harney has to do with up to now, the people of Rural Ireland would not want to hold their breath with her contingency plan. So on Tuesday morning the Community Council decided to see what was the great Mary Harney’s contingency plan.  We rang the HSE emergency number at 9.10am; the call was on hold for 10 minutes and then hung up.  So at 10am we rang again; after 18 minutes we got an answer and we asked where could the elderly of this peninsula get medication if needed ? We were told McCarthy’s in Schull.  The HSE person on the phone was told that this pharmacy was in dispute;  so she went away and came back and said that the nearest pharmacy open for business was McCarthy’s of Charleville.  She was told that Charleville was 120 miles away at which she sounded very surprised. When we asked her about the contingency plans for this area that Mary Harney claimed would be in place, she told us she would get someone to ring back. Four hours later and no call, so we rang again. This time the HSE lady told us to go to McCarthy’s in Schull. We said they should be removed from the list as they are in dispute and we needed the name of a pharmacy that was operating.  After a long struggle she found that there was a chemist in Drimoleague and in Clonakilty that would give out medication.  We reminded her that Clonakilty was up to 60 miles away from the western parts of Goleen and Drimoleague was up to 40 miles away and asked how they expected people to drive this journey as many may not have cars to take them. She told us she would get a supervisor to ring us;  this lady rang at 4 pm. We again asked her what is Mary Harney’s contingency plan? She said that it was not fully in operation yet as they didn’t realise that all the pharmacies would go out. This we find hard to believe as the pharmacies indicated this strike weeks in advance.  So, as you could well have guessed at the beginning of this piece, when the words ‘Mary Harney’ are mentioned, you guessed right that ‘Nothing doing! Ah well , it’s only Rural Ireland’; as long as the contingency plan operates some way right in Dublin, the rest of us can head east and hope for the best. Michael Collins, GDCC

Gabriels whittled away the lead and with the help of an opportunist goal led by three points. Then we saw the true character of this Mizen side with their backs to the wall they broke out of defence and raised two green flags to take control.
