This does not include Sunday night ,of course, so make sure to jump on board and enjoy the service, as we know that so many of you do. In many areas in West Cork at present the community are nominating drivers and West Cork Rural Transport are going to concentrate more time on this idea in the next few months. Some community groups have identified people who have a D1 licence to give their time to drive the buses.  More community groups have workers under some scheme and have them driving a bus in the community.  In the Mizen Peninsula if we are to continue with the service we have, we will have to look in to this further. The An Bord Snip report, thrown together recently, has Rural Transport taking a huge hit.  This has been met with a national outcry from the thousands of regular users - even prompting Jackie Healy Rae to state he would bring down the government if Rural Transport is to be withdrawn.  So we will have our chance to have our say on Friday September 11th.  103 fm Morning Show will dedicate some of its radio show on the day to West Cork Rural Transport.  If you would like to make a comment or text in any support you have for the service, this is the time to do it. So mark this date on your diary.
UNEMPLOYMENT RISE  Month after month unemployment is rising in this country reaching 428000  in the last few days.  What can be done we ask. This peninsula like others is suffering the effects of unemployment as many people have been  laid off in recent months. Years and years of poor decisions and major inactivity down here have left the area with no gainful employment for our youth. The building boom gave all a false sense of security.  But many knew this could never last and that we would have nothing in the peninsula here to fall back on in hard times, which we are now in. This should never have been allowed to happen in this peninsula;  we have enough business people down here who should have been encouraged to advise us on a way forward.  Some of these should have been pursued for their advice as they had specific expertise, but this has not happened and now we are paying a high price for this. A day’s work here and there is not the answer for the people of this area.  Good strong gainful employment is possible here and has been let slip away.  If the powers that be have their way, we will not alone be suffering the effects of having no work here, but its quite possible that we will have to pay the price of scandalous waste by many politicians with many  Ministers, TDs, Senators and Councillors running up huge expenses, which in most cases are indecent , giving the good people of this island a bad name. Day after day we are looking at these reports in our newspapers - Minister spending on limousines, hats etc etc.  In a recent edition of the Evening Echo it was stated that the County Council had spent €84000 euro on hospitality and room hire in the Kingsley Hotel in Cork last year.  This bill it said relates to meals, drinks, parking spaces and room hire for entertainment purposes and conferences.  The Echo stated that this was after the council opened the Vertigo Restaurant in County Hall as  part of the €64m refurbishment in 2006. It is just a prime example of the waste that's going on practically unnoticed by many of our politicians, who in some cases have gone so far they are in the world of no return. This €84000 spent in the Kingsley Hotel if given to a voluntary community group would have cut the dikes on the road side from the Viaduct to the Mizen and we would have a few quid left over for tea and cream crackers in a local parish hall (not the Kingsley) when the job was done. In the next few weeks politicians’ expenses will come under close scrutiny from the public and they should be the first to be struck with major major cuts before any government consider cutting anyone else's wages, social welfare, pensions or children allowances. As seen on Late Late show for Pat Kenny finale night, Peter is a mover and shaker who really makes things happen.
