‘FASTNETLINE’ IS NEARING HOME The Fastnetline Ferry ‘Julia’  is due in at Horgan’s Quay at 9.45 am on this Friday morning. Everyone’s invited to this incredible occasion. At a meeting on Wednesday in the West Cork Hotel these details were announced.  The people of Goleen contributed so generously to the Swansea Cork Ferry collection. At least 5 shares were purchased at a price of €10,000 each which this shows the huge goodwill and need for this service to be resumed. It is planned to start the service on Mar 1  2010, a date we will all remember for the right reasons. The ‘Julia’ cost €7.8m. Conor Buckley said that the transaction was hugely time consuming; a bank loan of €6.3m was secured  from Aktia Bank, Finland.  The Co-op has now become the bank’s biggest overseas customer. €2.6m has been raised by the Co-op and a further €400,000 has been pledged. The ‘Julia’ now named the ‘Fastnetline’ was refurbished at a cost of €4m three years ago. The ‘Fastnetline’ rounded Lands End and is currently in Swansea until she sets sail for Cork, arriving on Friday. There have been many hurdles in this story and for this to be the success it can be there will be a few more. The main one is that  €2.5 million has to be raised before the launch.  This seems a high figure, but if we are to have a competitive ship in the water certain things have to be done to get us there.  The organisation must be built,  a crew and shore staff hired, a marketing programme implemented, a booking system set up, complete vessel fit out and funding for work capital— this is why this extra funds will be required. They will be targeting the UK tourism and freight markets primarily.  There are 5 million UK visitors to Ireland annually. 72% of them live within 4 hours of South Wales and 30% of those comes to the south west. For many, taking the ‘Fastnetline’ can save them up to 600 miles round trip—a good a reason to travel Swansea Cork. They have a target of 24,000 passengers to travel in 2010 and by 2013 it could be 33,000.  In 2001 40,000 travelled in the Swansea Cork Ferry.  On the fundraising end there are an two plan options.  Option A is to buy shares in the Co-op and is similar to what we were all involved in a few months ago. Option B is to invest in Secured Bonds in Fastnet Line that could yield you €23250 in four years from an investment of €50,000.  For more details please contact 353 21 4555666.
