We also carry out Tidy Towns projects in Crookhaven, Goleen, Toormore, Dunbeacon and Lowertown.  We help out with the Community Inshore Rescue in Schull and Community Care houses in Goleen.  Again the need for equipment and running costs for this has to be picked up by the Community Council. That is what some of the money that the LOTTO raises goes towards. So this is the benefit of having a community LOTTO.  Yes,  you are giving when you purchase your tickets,  but it’s not being spent foolishly, but in a very fair way so that all of this community can benefit. There is no doubt that most of the projects we carry out could not go ahead only for this weekly LOTTO and the way you have continued to support it as well as you have.
