We spent some time working out how we would be able to raise €10,000 for this share in the space of a few days.  On Friday the GDCC Newsletter hit the shelves and the response we got was staggering. Call after call pledged money  towards the share.  What most people liked about this syndicate was that  we were asking for a minimum of  €100 and a maximum of whatever each individual wanted to give. A simplified way of being involved in something so important to this community.  As the weekend progressed the pledges flowed in and what was evident to those in the Community Council, who were involved in this over the past week, is that almost all contributors were not  worried about a share or a syndicate,  but gave for the goodwill of getting this ferry back in the water where it should be. It is very important for  your Community Council to show leadership on this issue.  We have spent months and months talking about tourism being a way forward to aid the declining economy of the Mizen peninsula.  We have been speaking about walks being another area where farmers and local business could make financial gain.  But talking is no good, action is required and this is what we have done.  For all these efforts to succeed the foundation has to be laid.  This you have done with us by purchasing a share and doing our part in this massive fundraising effort to get the Swansea-Cork Ferry up and running again. We have got all the names of those who contributed logged and they will be added to the syndicate legal document.  As we have got over the €10,000 required,  we are linking up with another syndicate that has a shortfall.  So GDCC is involved in 2 shares. Records of contributors will be kept with the Community Council. We will keep you updated on the ferry progress as and when we get it.
Last week many knew nothing about the ferry. By this week you are part of a syndicate that owns a share in the ferry service.  Well done to all! You can be proud of your achievement when you put the futures of others before yourselves.  Michael Collins Chairman 089 3174606
