 IFA ELECTIONS 2009 This has been the worst year in living memory for many farmers.  Yes, the weather continues to play a major part in this, but there are many more factors putting farmers in a state of crisis, The Minister hit the farmers with cuts after cuts & we are guilty of letting him do this to Irish Agriculture.  For many farmers Reps was their way to survive and to think that we have a so-called Green government that abolished what many farmers thought was the safest scheme going, environmental reps. For many of you who do not farm and read this farming piece you must be saying ‘here goes again the poor poor farmer’.  I will give you an idea of the crisis the farmers are in.  This example was kindly put together by a farmer for me recently.  In 1986 he sold a 4 week old white head heifer calf in Skibbereen Mart for £250. With that cheque he went to Lowertown Creamery and bought several tons of manure for £80 a ton.  That was in 1986.  Now in 2009 any white head heifer calf 4 weeks old is making less than €100 in Skibbereen Mart. When you get the cheque and head to the Creamery it’s not much use as the manure is now €230 a ton. Something’s wrong somewhere and as a good lawyer would say ‘I rest my case’. On Dec 2 the IFA elections will take place in the Bunratty Inn Schull and on Dec 7 the Goleen branch will hold their elections.  We need a strong IFA  in these troubled times. Even if we may not always agree with them, it’s quite simple  - we cannot be without them.  The strength of your branch is important and that can only be strong with your help. So turn up on the night and vote for the candidate of your choice.  If you turn up in high numbers, it gives your branch stronger voting rights for the years going forward and also gives the branch a stronger hand to force changes. The Schull IFA branch will be giving and taking advice over the coming days on a number of good candidates putting themselves forward. The one thing we will be asking of IFA members is to be in Schull on Dec 2 and in Goleen Dec 7 and cast your vote.

There will be evidence of usage on paper in front of every board member  and these are true facts.  We will know how many people go to Bantry on Tues and Fri and Skibbereen on Wed.  We will know how many take the Bingo bus on Thurs and the Table Tennis/Cards/Cinema on Fri. If the numbers don’t add up, the axe will fall.
