Richard spoke about the RSS scheme, Walks Scheme, carbon tax which the IFA are very opposed to this and many more issues Richard covered for all present. Richard oversaw the election of officers elected: Chairman Michael Collins, Secretary Pat McCarthy, Registrar Tom Jermyn. On December the 7th, next Monday the Goleen IFA branch will be holding their election you the members are again urged no matter who you support to turn out for these elections and give your branch a strong hand going forward.
