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JOB CREATION A MUST FOR THIS PENINSULA- Many have asked us in the past number of months will the Rural Social Scheme last and to be honest we really don’t know. The Goleen and District Community Council now employ 12 workers making us one of the biggest employers in the peninsula, 7 RSS workers and 5 Community Services workers. Both these schemes are hugely important in so many ways both for the work they carry out and also for the workers themselves. Our Community Council are doing all we can to increase the work force in this peninsula, last week we met with Minister Éamon Ó Cuív at Leinster House to put forward proposals on raising the cap on numbers in the RSS scheme, our proposals are similar to his ideas so in all it turned out to be a trip worth while and even that the numbers will not be raised immediately we are very hopeful for the future of the scheme and maybe in the not so distant future we may have a rise in numbers. Minister Ó Cuív was very impressed with the way the scheme is been ran by the Community Council, which is now one of the most progressive RSS schemes in the country but this is not all down to us but down to the workmen and women that carry out their work in a very honest way sometimes running way beyond their working hours weekly, which we thank them for. Anyone interested in getting on the scheme could ring 086 3174606 as the cap is still on numbers there is still a list in existence and if the cap was raised then more workers would be taken on as there are a good few hurdles to climb before anyone gets on the list they should make their move now. In recent times we have looked at creating jobs on many fronts whether it is with the community council or with any other employer out there we have contacted FÁS and it may come as no surprise to anyone but we have had no great encouragement there to getting any workers. We met with the men in charge with the construction of the Mizen bridge to get the point across to them the importance of employing people from the peninsula but the weather has played havoc there and the ball wont get rolling right  for another while but they promised that it will be locals employed when they will get going. We met with the director of services and other council officials this week. We know that the council are not employing people at present but we asked them to seek out schemes that could be rolled out to rural communities and get people out to work again this they promised to do. We gave them a tour of the community centre and playing pitch and they were impressed with the work that’s been done in the community. We spoke of the extension, which planning has just been given the green light to, and our ideas for this we explained that our CSP workers have already worked on many events that would never happen but for them. We ran a number of Scoireachts, Know Your Neighbours’ Day, the Easter and Christmas Fayre besides the many other events from GAA, Soccer, Table Tennis, Foirόige, and much more, which makes for a busy centre. We also spoke to the council about the many other projects that we are carrying out throughout the community, which they have promised to help us with going forward. In the last few months we have directly or indirectly helped many people get work in most cases in a very quiet way as we are aware that employment is the biggest challenge facing us now and for some time to come. It is unfortunate that we can’t come up with one great scheme that would create a large number of jobs but we are truly working on that front and many other fronts in the weeks and months ahead. Just a tip for anyone who is out of work at present and is on welfare payment and is thinking of setting up his or her own business you don’t have to loose your welfare for up to 18 months thus giving you the chance to get up and running in that much time this is well worth checking out for any more info on this ring 086 3174606.
