PEOPLE OF THE MIZEN PENINSULA

On Wednesday March 11th. West Cork Rural Transport will launch a new service in the Mizen Peninsula - Goleen-Skibbereen return.  This is a service that has been on the request list for some time as so many felt that a day time service to Skibbereen should be available to all.  The times for the service will be as follows: Dep. Goleen 10.10, Lowertown 10.20, Schull 10.30, Ballydehob 10.40, Arr. Skibbereen 11.00. Return: Dep. Skibbereen 2.00, Ballydehob 2.20, Schull 2.30, Lowertown 2.40, Arr. Goleen 2.50. West Cork Rural Transport has grown from strength to strength in the past number of years and has and will continue to deliver in a huge way to Mizen Peninsula. There are two services Goleen-Bantry on Tuesdays and Fridays, another around the parish for Bingo in the Parish Hall on Thursdays and on Friday nights the service now brings a full bus of children from Bantry to the Community Sports Centre, Goleen for table tennis returning to Bantry with passengers to visit the cinema. The bus then returns and collects people from all over the parish who are going to cards to the village. It returns to Bantry with the children from the Community Sports Centre,  then collects the people from the cinema and brings them back to Goleen. Finally the bus collects the card players and drops them home before returning to Bantry.  That is a complete service for all in the peninsula.  In the summer the shuttle service round the parish and peninsula operated by West Cork Rural Transport is invaluable.  We can safely say that we are been well cared for in this peninsula by the Rural Transport service. A big thank you to David O Brien, all the drivers and staff for their cooperation in the past few years. We look forward to bettering the service as time goes by. As it stands it looks as if we are getting as much as could be expected from the Rural Transport service, but if anyone has ideas on how to utilise the existing services (maybe to bring people in to the area more or to use the service better when in the area ) please contact  your Community Council representative and it can be discussed at the Community Council meetings. Table Tennis—West Cork Ranking in Dunmanway

The 3rd West Cork Table Tennis Ranking was held in Dunmanway on Sunday 1st March. Over 40 players from all the major club took part. Goleen was well represented with Aisling Healy looking to retain the title she won in Goleen. Aisling was beaten in the semi final by an in form Cathal McCarthy who surprised many by taking the overall title at this event. Aisling finished 3rd and moves into 2nd place overall behind Ben O’Donnell who didn’t play but still has earned enough points to remain on top.  Aaron Beane representing the Goleen club took the 2nd Division title and moves into 10th position overall. James Kelly finished 2nd in Division 3 and is one place behind Aaron at 11th overall. James Kelly added to Aisling Healy’s U-14 Title when he took the U-8 Trophy as the highest placed in his age group. Mairead Supple beat the eventual Division 5 champion in the early rounds and came 4th in her division after losing in the semi final.  Division 7 saw two Goleen West Cork Ranking debutantes with Padraig Reidy and Sam Coughlan taking to the table for the first time. Padraig won a bronze medal in his first outing with Sam finishing a creditable 5th.  Goleen Table Tennis Club will host a visit from Beech Hill Table Tennis Club from Montenotte, Cork this Friday night 6th March and all members are welcome to attend. Aaron Beane, James Kelly and Mairead Supple have been invited to attend a Munster Branch Development Camp on Saturday 7th March.  This will act as ideal preparation for the West Cork Schools Cup where James, Mairead and Eoghan Sheehan hope to retain the National School Mixed Title they won last year. Youth Group—The steering committee has been working away over the last number of weeks to achieve the goal of putting activities and facilities in place for the youth of the parish and beyond. The intention is to offer the young people a venue to meet up on weekend evenings with a variety of entertainment of their own choosing. All this is being organised in consultation with these teenagers, their response has been interesting, enlightening and helpful to date. Following the initial meeting in January which involved people from many groups in the area it was obvious this idea had widespread support. From this came the idea of a suggestion sheet to be circulated to the teenagers. This was done with the aid of the bus drivers and Community College in Schull. The response was heartening with the return of these flyers and the text replies to the dedicated mobile number. A small scale version of what we all had in mind was experimented with in conjunction with the Mizen Rovers open evening and presentation where a number of activities were available to the youth present. This proved a major success and gave an idea of what is possible. A subsequent meeting was held with a large group of teenagers to discuss moving the project forward. The top six ideas were considered and costed. In the opinion of the group these will be attainable in the near future. A budget of €3000 required for start up. Mizen Rovers have pledged €1000  and with three card nights organised should bring us to two thirds required. The balance we have asked Goleen & District Community Council to donate when we met with their Sports Centre committee on Wed night last. We also asked them to take over responsibility for the group as we believe the Community Sports Centre is the ideal venue for these activities to take place. Also at this meeting we guaranteed all the help required and a sizeable number of volunteer supervisors to assist in the running of it. Everything is now on hold we await the response from the Goleen & District Community Council who will consider it at their monthly meeting on Monday night next.
