                                       LOCAL AREA PLAN CONCERNS

On Tuesday last the Cork County Council Planning Policy Unit came to the Bantry Electoral area to discuss the Local Area Plan. Many attended this meeting. The earlier session was a workshop where people aired their views on what they see as needs in their area. A larger crowd attended the evening session.  They were very disappointed that the senior planning official Andrew Hynde from the Planning Policy Unit, who was in attendance earlier,  was gone and all the evening session turned out to be was just for people to browse around and make comments that were to be put in a box.

This plan is extremely serious and will be all our futures for the next ten years. The Special Scenic Committee are not happy with what they have seen to date and they will give you an opportunity to air your views next Tuesday at the Bantry Bay hotel at 9.0 clock.  At this meeting everyone will have a say and they will face the people and will work with them as to what they want for Rural Ireland. Reading some of the pages of the PPU booklet, it’s the same old story but trying to sell it in a different way.  Little or no housing in rural Ireland but steering people towards the towns and villages. In other words this plan is backing up the recent County Development Plan. If this is the case and we can’t turn it around, it will be devastating for the many who want to live in rural Ireland. All too often we see the lights in the houses in rural Ireland turn off for many genuine reasons.  We ask you not to sit down and accept that the genuine, who want to put life back into rural Ireland, will not be accommodated.  This is why over the next number of weeks you must make special efforts if not for yourself but for those who will come after you.  We owe it to them and to those, who wanted us to live where we are today. With a little bit of cooperation on all sides we can all build a Local Area Plan that will work for all.

Goleen GAA "AN AMAZING AND MOVING EXPERIENCE". That’s how one of those honoured described the function held recently at the Harbour View Hotel, Schull. The event was organised by Goleen GAA Club to mark the 50th anniversary of the 1959 team winning West Cork Junior Football Championship. With 17 of the players present on the night and most of the remainder represented by family members this was an emotional occasion for all involved. Grown men shed the odd tear and so did the women, simply because some of them had not been in touch in all that time. They gathered from throughout the parish but also from throughout the island of Ireland and beyond as one made the journey from England to be present. Upwards of 230 well wishers stood and applauded as the team entered the function room led by the piper Donal O’Croinin. Among those present in the large crowd were invited guests John Dineen and James O'Neill of the West Cork GAA Board along with guest of honour Sean Kelly M.E.P., former president of the G.A.A. Following a lovely meal enjoyed by all chairman Eamonn Sheehan welcomed all present after which Dermot Sheehan P.R.O. gave an outline of the clubs history in more recent times. When Mr Kelly took the stage he gave a powerful speech talking of the importance of the smaller rural clubs to the G.A.A. That it was appropriate to honour the men of the past, those who kept clubs alive in hard times. M.C. for the night Connie O' Driscoll then invited each player or their relative to come forward to be presented with a specially commissioned medal by Mr Sean Kelly. The captain of the '59 team delivered a moving speech in which he vividly recounted some great games played in that era, along with heroic feats on the field of play. He talked of the dedication of men such as the man that founded the club in the fifties Batty O'Meara the local teacher. He concluded by thanking the Goleen club on behalf of the team for organising the event. For many hours afterwards the members of the '59 team mingled and talked. For those who observed the body language and hand signals, two things were obvious that games of old were being replayed and that even though long years had interrupted their friendships a unique bond still existed throughout that special winning team.
