This is the question that was raised at the Special Scenic Landscape Committee meeting attended by a large number on Tuesday night. Many turned up to the road show that went on in the Maritime in Bantry a week previously. They had numerous questions to ask the Senior Planner and his team who were there,  but lo and behold,  when the committee arrived the Senior Planner had legged it out.  He was gone leaving a few bemused members of staff behind a table, who were able to take questions but could not give answers. This lead the questioners to the conclusion that this was a farcical exercise and that there is only one way out and that is to head for the County Hall again.  ‘Oh, Jasus!’  says you, ‘What fun!’You may say, ‘Have these boys anything else to do only heading for the County Hall every couple of months?’  Well, I can give you the answer to that.  We have plenty to do, but it looks like the only language they know up there is protest language. For God’s sake, don’t throw the newsletter away with fright and hide behind the sofa or a furze bush for the next month as this concerns you. Yes, you! Do you want to see no more planning in Rural Ireland? Do you want to see our towns and villages being wrecked with bad planning laws that have our lovely island ruined?  Quite simply our island lies in ruins.  We can’t drive our roads, we can’t, in some cases, get to our homes as they are flooded and we are still running out of drinking water fast. It’s incredible. No one is accountable and no one will ever be accountable. So all the Inquiries in the world will end up, when completed, like the rest of them in this nod and wink island. Well, let me tell you that this as serious a plan as you will ever see for the next ten years. Just stop for one moment and look around this peninsula and see how many lights have been switched off in the last six weeks. Great living people that loved to live in rural Ireland but have passed on and those, who want to live here and switch some life back into Rural Ireland, are been hounded out of here.  It’s immoral and those who stand over this farce are a disgrace and the politicians, who stand behind them, are truly not deserving of your vote now or ever. This committee will not have a Jurassic Park made of West Cork.  The Kerry County Councillors will not and have not allowed this to happen. It still goes on  - one person in Schull applied for planning for a house and a outhouse to hold a horse and the Council will give him planning for the outhouse but not for the house as it can be seen from Colla road. If he doesn’t, the people will have their say and the future may well be different for all of us. Councillors Danny Crowley, Noel Harrington and Dermot Sheehan told the meeting on Tuesday night they would stay outside the County Hall on March 8th and beyond until this matter is resolved.  So the next few weeks you can be making up your mind and we will be talking to you on this most important matter. Get out your diary and mark out March 8th and remember many groups have protested the length and breath of this island for many good causes for their rights. Saint Brigid of Kildare or Brigid of Ireland (Brigit, Bridget, Bridgit, Bríd or Bride) (Irish: Naomh Bríd) (c. 451–525) is one of Ireland's patron saints along with Saints Patrick and Columba. Her feast day is February 1, or Candlemas, the traditional first day of spring in Ireland. She is believed to have been an Irish Christian nun, abbess, and founder of several convents. According to tradition, Brigid was born at Faughart  near Dundalk, Co. Louth, Ireland. Her parents were Dubhthach, a pagan chieftain of Leinster, and Brocca, a Christian Pict and slave who had been baptized by Saint Patrick. Brigid was given the same name as one of the most powerful goddesses of the pagan religion, which her father Dubhthach practiced. In that religion, Brigid was the goddess of healing, inspiration, craftsmanship and poetry, which the Irish considered the flame of knowledge. Whether she was raised a Christian or converted in 468, as some accounts say, is unknown, but she was inspired by the preaching of Saint Patrick from an early age. Despite her father's opposition she was determined to enter religious life. Numerous stories testify to her piety. She had a generous heart and could never refuse the poor who came to her father's door. Her charity angered her father: he thought she was being overly generous to the poor and needy when she dispensed his milk and flour to all and sundry. When she finally gave away his jewel-encrusted sword to a leper, Dubhthach realized that perhaps her disposition was best suited to the life of a nun. Brigid finally got her wish and she was sent to a convent.  Brigid was famous for her common-sense and most of all for her holiness: in her lifetime she was regarded as a saint. Kildare Abbey became one of the most prestigious monasteries in Ireland, famed throughout Christian Europe. She died at Kildare around 525 and was buried in a tomb before the high altar of her abbey church. Brigid’s Cross: Legend has it she made the cross from rushes she found on the ground beside a dying man in order to convert him. It is interesting that this legend does not appear in any of the oldest sources and to this day its origin remains lost in the oral tradition. It remains the custom in many houses in Ireland to have a Saint Brigid's Cross in honour of the saint.
