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RURAL TRANSPORT Over the last few weeks many have experienced the cut backs with rural transport. The first service to be cut was the bingo run on Thursday nights.  This was flagged well in advance and efforts were made to save it, but unfortunately this service was lost.  This was not the only area that lost a service,  and some have lost more than one service, but the question is will it stop at this?  The answer is No, it wont.  The people of this peninsula have been benefitting  more than many from a Rural Transport service that grew from strength down through the years.  Just a few years ago we had the Tuesday service to Bantry;  then came the Friday service followed by the evening service.  We encouraged this along to make it probably the leading evening rural transport service in Ireland.  Its service in this peninsula was  highlighted in both RTE and national newspapers.  We then added a day run on Wednesday to Skibbereen and the Thursday evening bingo.  Even in the good times numbers of passengers that use the service were been monitored.  This was always going to come through as a problem when and if times got harder and they have.  So the stats, which were always there, have become the criteria now  for which service can be continued or not.  It might be possible to fight to keep a service if there was a situation where it was providing to help someone's health and well being,  but if this is not the case the statistics will be presented.  When you have a 16 seater bus going around the country and only 5 or 6 people on board, the writing is on the wall;  it simply speaks for itself. There will be more cut backs in the not so distant future.  Which will they be you may ask, but you, the public, should know the answer already.  The day service to Bantry on Tuesday and Friday is keeping up strong numbers.  The evening service on Friday from Bantry to the Mizen and back has been a hugely successful story.  It is full most evenings leaving Bantry for table tennis training in the Goleen Community Centre where it picks up children from Goleen through to Ballydehob to go the cinema in Bantry.  From there it picks up a bus load of people to go to Durrus for Bingo. Then it travels round Goleen and picks up card players taking them to Goleen.  It arrives back to the Centre in Goleen to pick up the children returning them to Bantry;  then it picks up the cinema kids and brings them back through Ballydehob, Schull, and Goleen.  Then it picks up the card players and takes them home returning to Durrus to take the Bingo players home.  This took some organising at first , but now runs perfectly smooth and is hugely successful.  So what's left of the service that may get the chop?  Well,  this could well be the Wednesday service to Skibbereen. It is hanging by a tread as the use for this service has been very poor so its now on the red alert list and is taking a lot of convincing to keep it going these times. If it’s to continue is completely up to you, the public.  4 or 5 in this bus on Wed to Skibbereen will not do.  If the numbers stay as they are you can wave good bye to this service also. So the next question is what's stopping the remainder of the services being dropped?  Well the Community Council have been looking in to this for sometime and we hope to have come up with a solution to this problem which is that the qualifications for volunteer drivers to drive a bus are very strict. An ordinary licence will not suffice.  Also there are courses that have to be done by drivers.  This all comes at an expense. But  this is been looked at and a deal might be teased out soon that takes this burden off people who may like to be volunteer drivers in their community. Would you like to become a volunteer driver for a few hours a week, maybe for a day or two days a week?  Would you like to give something back to your community.  Well this is your chance.  If you would, please give me a ring on 086 3174606 and we can get the ball rolling and you could well help save the Rural Transport service in your area.
