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 MOST SUCCESSFUL YEAR  YET FOR COMMUNITY COUNCIL-  This is the best way to describe the Community Council’s year following their AGM in the Community Centre Goleen on Monday night last as it continued on the previous year’s good work with an even more successful year. This in the current times, is what most would say as extraordinary. Geraldine Camier, Secretary gave her report for the year stating that the business of the Community Council is not necessarily about the startling and the remarkable but rather about dogged persistence, hard work, and continuity. Geraldine also gave a run down on all the subcommittees and their work during the year. Ellen Scully, Treasurer gave a very detailed report of the financial happenings during the year -  Our lotto had its best year yet since its formation. This is an incredible achievement in light of the year that this country has gone through. Michael Collins spoke on this in his Chairman’s  report in thanking all those who support the lotto in many ways by helping on the Saturday nights and by the purchase of tickets the great support it has got he said was a big thumbs up from the Community at large for the work we do. The funds from the lotto are spent in many ways -For example:- Paying back the monthly debt on the centre, the purchasing of fuel and other equipment for our rural workers, it also helps out in many ways in any shortfall in the Community Sports Pitch and Centre as we have done our utmost in preventing any over charging of users in the centre as its a community facility and as fair a payment system has always operated here. In any Community Council year there are ups and downs - and one of our downs was the walkways. We held some public meetings and got extremely good feed back but to date we are nowhere near getting funding for the landowner and this has to be of huge importance for this area. On a positive note we organised and helped out in every way possible the running of a film in the peninsula last year called Runway this was a boost to the local community in off season and we have been promised that as this was such a success they hope to run some more films in the not so distant future, another positive move made by the Community Council was the fundraising for shares for the Swansea/Cork ferry. This turned out a stunning success as we had people from all walks of life who were able to contribute to what we hope will be a hugely important tourism boost to this peninsula, The HSE road show introducing the Rapid Response Vehicle had its biggest turnout in Goleen, when organised by the Community Council this sent a clear message to the HSE the need of a good service down here. Another success was the introduction of the Warmer Homes Scheme to this peninsula the Community Council worked very hard on the roll out of this scheme with the warmer homes team and had a huge percentage of homes insulated in the area. Well done to all on this! The Chairman reported on the success of receiving funds from the Heritage Council and restoring a Barking Pot at Goleen Pier – Thank you to the landowners for their cooperation on this project. The fact that a guard is coming to Goleen is great news the Community Council had persevered on this front for the past couple of months and are delighted that it came to a successful conclusion. Two roads are amongst many roads that the Community Council had lobbied the Co Council to get done. These were Glountane, and the Goleen Relief road and both are now completed. The local area plan was not far from our watchful eyes but it was remarked what a difference a number of years make when the last plan was been put together and the difference to many peoples ideas this time. The chairman spoke of the first ever Farm Plastic pick up in the Mizen Peninsula, which was a great benefit to the farmers from this area and further afield. Scoireachts, Easter& Christmas Fayres and Know Your Neighbour days were all held during the year and ran off successfully. The Chairman paid tribute to the Rural workers and the CSP workers who are working on many schemes in the area. The festival was again a great success and already many events are been sorted out for this year with people ringing to book their holidays every day. 
 The exceptionally great news was that the Community Council has succeeded in getting funding for the development of a new community facility catering for our Elderly, Youth, Unemployed etc etc Getting the funding from the West Cork Development partnership was a major thumbs up and shows the huge commitment and belief that the WCDP have in rural communities. The Community Council Chairman in summing up said that no one knows what lies ahead in the coming year but one things for sure it was going to be a busy year for this Community Council but none of this success could happen without the tremendous support that we have received from the public over the past 12 months, he paid tribute to his fellow community councillors and to you the public for your support. Following this questions were raised from the floor on many issues these were all dealt with in an open and transparent AGM. Following the AGM the election of officers took place. SPECIAL SCENIC LANDSCAPE PROTEST- It seemed like Siberia for many who made the journey outside the County Hall in Cork last Monday to support our five councillors for staying outside the County Hall during the monthly meeting in protest at the lack of consultation with this committee over the local area plan and what’s going to happen with housing for young people in the years ahead. A stiff breeze blew strong on all the protesters but this did not soften their resolve as this was one of many trips that’s been made. The objective was to have a peaceful protest similar to the last protest we had in April and thankfully all present respected the wishes of the committee and demonstrated in an exemplary way. The five Bantry electoral area councillors stood strong beside the protesters as they are doing all in their power to resolve this situation. Again the committee have stated that they want no planning favours from the council only a fair deal for all. This, they strongly feel is achievable if all sit around the table and enter dialogue. There is no point in this committee saying that we know all or for the council saying that they do but if dialogue was to begin a common ground could be found, which would be in all interests. The committee would like to pay tribute to all from the Mizen peninsula who made the journey up last Monday in what was a hard cold day for many, some leaving after six in the morning, but what this shows is the great extremes the rural people will go to protect their rural communities. It may not be evident at every protest the gains that are made but there are gains been made and when you see RTE Radio and Television giving over two hours of coverage you must be making gains! Also The Examiner, Red FM, The Echo and many more media followed the story all morning long. The security was tight but there was no need for this as it was already indicated this was a peaceful protest same as all the previous ones and one things for sure people from rural Ireland are always people of their word.
