Over 12 months ago Goleen & District Community Council answered the call and launched a fundraiser to purchase a community share for the Swansea/Cork ferry.  When we set about on this task little did we know the incredible response we would get from all in the Mizen Peninsula and beyond— in fact, all over the world,  as news spread quickly of this fundraising idea. We in the community council were well aware that tourism numbers were struggling and knew that this was one way to turn it around.  Over the following week or so we struggled to keep up with the huge response we got from the public endorsing our idea. This effort was replicated in every town and village in West Cork and parts of Kerry.  We raised the thousands necessary and the Fastnetline management group succeeded in purchasing the Juliet. It was our community council’s ambition that we would take a trip on the Juliet and report back.  That's what I'm doing right now. Yes, she has had a few hiccups at the beginning, but we must be patient.  Remember ‘Rome was not built in a day’. The Management Committee are working on a voluntary basis, and in some cases in the past 12 months around the clock, as they, like us, have a vision of the huge benefit this will be to West Cork.  Already the number of British regd. cars in the Peninsula in the past two weeks is noticeable. The Juliet already has incredible facilities on board and there are plans for many more facilities to be added as time goes on.  A cafeteria seating 200,  a kids’ play area, a cafe, the Fastnet Restaurant, a pizza area and a gift shop are all there now;  plans for the future include a cinema, casino, and an extension to the shop area for onboard information on what's available in West Cork. Yes,  people will be going both ways on this ship, but it has opened up West Cork to a huge market.  We are, as I have said before, lucky to have Stephen O'Keeffe on the Fastnetline team to promote our peninsula. There are many pluses for those in travelling from the UK on this ship;  one of these is that you leave in the evening at 9pm and arrive at 7am in Ireland so you are back in West Cork for 9am— no time wasted, only plenty rest on board. The cabins are well kitted out and very comfortable and for those, who don't want to sleep while travelling, there is comfortable seating on board and you can stay there for the night.  This ship caters for all needs and is fully booked from Swansea to Cork two days next week, which is excellent news. The staff on board are extremely courteous and willing to help in any way while you’re on board. We will have to be as courteous to those who come to West Cork on the ferry. And I've kept the best wine to last.  For all us West Cork people, there is an excellent bar called none other than ‘The Cape Clear Bar’ which will make you feel at home.  Of course, you have the advantage of not been breathalysed around the corner on your way back to your cabin.  Another good reason to make a trip on board the stunning Juliet.   I’m back on the high seas tonight and will let you know about the return journey next week.     

‘Missed opportunity’ is what the one newspaper called the Cabinet reshuffle. Whatever they want to call it, the big worry for us is that the new Minister for Community, Rural & Gaeltacht Affairs is Pat Carey, TD for Dublin Northwest, a former teacher. He has no personal connections to stop him applying the brakes to the precious rural employment, rural transport, community service and all the other schemes that keep our community working.   Let’s hope that good sense will prevail and that he will grow these schemes and not pinch them in the bud.  We wish him well in the post and hope that he will come down soon to see personally the need for the support that the government gives our community.
