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FARM PLASTIC COLLECTION
When we mention the word ‘farming’ at this present time the first thing that comes to most peoples’ minds is ‘crisis’.  After the last few months we have just had that is the correct word to be using when speaking to farmers.  Over the past few months and in particular in the past few days, some people who have farmed for decades have never experienced what they have.  Many have and are spending thousands on feed for cattle, with round bales worth 20 to 25 euro being sold for up to 50 euro. Desperate farmers are trying all they can do to prevent their animals from simply starving.  Up to this week many fields were white, not green as would be the normal for this time of year.  To help keep the animals’  health up farmers were buying huge amounts of feed stuff from the local suppliers, who have been most helpful in this situation,  giving as much ease to farmers as is possible with payments, which will become a huge issue for many as the year progresses. Sadly for many they have seen inspectors after inspectors walking through their grounds acting like little dictators, like a law to themselves. These inspectors are going to make sure before they leave your farm they are going to do all in their power to heap more misery on the  over-burdened farmer.  Already you are guaranteed that every inspection will result in a penalty.  If you exercise your democrat right and appeal, they go into hiding and your appeal is left gathering dust in their offices, awaiting the farmer to give in to their demands. No one has control over these people and farm organisations have failed the people in getting this problem rectified.  A simple system where,  if a farm is inspected and if the inspector has penalised a farmer and if that farmer can prove that this penalty is not correct,  that the matter be dealt with after a two week period during which all parties submit their findings and an immediate result is given. It is a hidden secret as numerous farmers are experiencing these difficulties.  They try to make contact with the inspectors for days and weeks on end and are told they are off for a day or out of the office day after day.  After the farmers leave numerous messages, they don't even have the courtesy of returning the call. If this is to continue all that will be left to do is to start protesting at the highest level and do whatever it takes to get these dictators to come down to ground level and deal with the very people who pay their wages. On a positive note for farmers, there will be a farm plastic waste collection in the Mizen Peninsula which was confirmed to the Goleen and District Community Council after negotiations in the past few days.  Dates and times we will have in next week’s newsletter all going well. This is very welcome news again this year and saves many farmers the round trip to Skibbereen and Bantry by tractor.
