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DATE FOR MIZEN PENINSULA FARM PLASTIC COLLECTION- As we said last week we would have dates for farm plastic collection on this weeks issue of the newsletter. This year’s farm plastic collection in the Mizen Peninsula will be in the yard of Tom Jermyn, Gortyowen, Toormore on the 6th of May. As well collecting farm plastic, they will also be taking Manure bags, Spray Drums, and Bale Silage Nets. The community council are delighted to be able to offer this service to the surroundings again this year and would like to thank Teddy Brown, and Charlie O’Connell for all their help. On more pressing farm issues for the many who got there farm maps in the post recently you would be strongly advised to speak to your agriculture adviser on this issue as these forms have to be in by May and if you have not taken out sheds, sites, farm roadways, bare rock, heavy bushes before you send in this year’s application you could leave yourself open to huge penalties going back many years from our friends in Europe the choice is entirely yours but you are strongly advised to speak top your farm adviser immediately. Last night the Schull IFA group took the opportunity with the Beara IFA to meet with IFA President John Bryon prior to the IFA executive meeting in Dunmanway. At this meeting we had a full agenda of issues that need immediate attention:- Area Aid, Disadvantage Payment, Suckler Cow Scheme, Electronic Sheep tagging, Small Dairy Producers, Carbon Tax, Calendar Farming, Single Farm Payment, and Farm Inspections. The local IFA group put strong proposals forward for new rules on farm inspections, which will in some way keep a farmer in control of the lands he owns these are: 1. Proper Open Guidelines be put in place for all department inspectors. 2. Written notice to landowners before entry onto a farmer’s private property, this notice can be sent to the farmer at the Department’s discretion. 3. Results of the inspection to be sent to farmer in writing in 14 days working days of inspection.  4. If a farmer is penalised he must have the right to appeal, this appeal must be dealt with in full within 30 working days unless jointly agreed by landowner and inspector of an extension. 5. A yellow card system be put in place for all farm inspections if minor things are wrong this should give the farmer two weeks to sort them out if this has not been adhered to in two weeks the farmer must suffer a heavy fine.  6. If these guidelines are not fully adhered to by the Department both them and the inspector will both be fined a total of €500 weekly until the matter is resolved. This €500 will go to the farmer for any stress caused. These are the list of proposals handed to John Bryon and it was made clear to him that if the IFA are working for the people they will be able to deliver for the farmers on these proposals. We will again meet with John Bryon in Killarney on Monday night for an hour long meeting to further highlight these issues and look for a progress report until this matter gets the attention it deserves. UPCOMING CONCERT -There will be a concert with local talent in conjunction with the Little Way Charity Shop, Schull on April 24th, 2010 at 9pm in the Harbour View Hotel, Schull. All the funds received will go to a special AC in the credit Union and will be used in open proper manner for all in the Mizen Peninsula. All are welcome to attend on the night. SCHULL COMMUNITY COUNCIL - All in the Schull and District Community Council area are getting voting papers for the first ever Schull Community council elections. In the last few days by post, there has been a lot of preparation put into this process to date by the steering committee so to make sure they got it right with this been done its now time for you the Schull public to sit up and take an interest in your community by helping along this democratic process. When the election is completed you will have elected members from seven areas covering all areas of Schull and District giving a voice to the people. The voting papers will be collected after a number of days. The steering committee and a number of helpers will call and you are asked to have the papers ready for them.
