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SWANSEA CORK RETURN TRIP- Numerous people have reminded me in the last few weeks of a promise I made to give a report of the return trip on the Swansea/Cork Ferry made a few weeks ago. Well as I said in my first report it was a brilliant sailing and on my way back I was able to spend more time checking out the facilities in more detail that are on board. The shop, restaurants, bars, play area, dance areas; the list of facilities are endless and much more to come in the near future. There are over 60 staff on board and I did raise the point when speaking to management as to how many out of the 60+ workers on board were Irish, the answer I got was that the Swansea/Cork ferry was not back in operation to create Irish jobs on board but was here to create jobs in West Cork and beyond with the amount of people who come to our country on the ferry, a very valid point. Over the past week we have all seen the importance of the ferry with the flights disruption and the Swansea/Cork ferry saw a huge increase in numbers on board trying to get in or out of the country. The disappointments I saw while travelling were while in Swansea I spoke to many who never knew that the ferry existed so it’s not marketed very well over, which leads me to ask the question is West Cork marketed very well over and the answer from what I saw is no we are not. This is not something that the Swansea/Cork management team can do. They as a voluntary group have stretched themselves beyond all limits to have this ferry operational, the marketing is entirely up to us in the Mizen Peninsula. There is a huge market in the UK and after getting some great advice on the way back from Swansea from another couple travelling to the Mizen Peninsula we should be looking out there for the quality holiday maker rather than the quantity and if we can move into that market we will see a huge return for our investment.  SCENIC LANDSCAPE COMMITTEE MAKES PROGRESS - Over the past year the committee have been holding meetings with the public and with the relevant bodies to give all an understanding as to the situation many of our young people find themselves in over the past years in relation to planning. On Tuesday night the group met with the Bantry Town Council to explain their position. The Mayor of Bantry Town Council, Tommy Barry and his fellow town councillors gave the committee an opportunity to give a run down on why this committee was put in place. The scenic landscape members told the council of their disappointment that a motion had been put forward from one political party to remove the Scenic Landscape Committee secretary, Finbarr Harrington from the SPC to which he was nominated through the Community and voluntary forum. Just because he has a difference of opinion from other people should not lead to his removal they said. It was stated that this proposal has since been withdrawn. This was good news as it is important that this group of people who have given freely of their time for others are given the opportunity to be allowed speak honestly and freely. The Bantry Town Council have promised to do all they can to help this committee. On Thursday Morning in Castletownbere the SLC held a meeting with Teresa White, Assistant County Manager. Much progress was made and all acknowledged that dialogue was the only way forward. The SLC said they didn’t want planning favours for anyone but a fair system for all. Teresa White explained that the Council are doing all in their power to help young people get their planning and this will continue she stated. Again the committee explained the situation with the SPC and said that every effort is been made to keep us outside the door but if you’re outside long enough the knocks will get louder and louder until we get in! The SLC said that they themselves had lots to learn and that they did not know all or would never claim to know all about planning but that many questions in relation to planning remained unanswered to the public. On Monday night the SLC met with John Bryon, President of the IFA in Killorglin. This was a lengthy meeting where rural planning issues were discussed and the difficulties our young people had in getting planning on their family farms. This is something that the IFA president takes very seriously and will look into whatever the IFA can do to help immediately. A series of meeting are planned over the next number of weeks to make the relevant people aware of the difficulties that are out there with planning. The GDCC would like to remind people the farm plastic collection in Mizen area will take place in the yard of Tom Jermyn Gortyowen, Toormore on the Thurs. 6th May this year. As well as bale and silage plastic they will also take manure bags, plastic spray drums, and bale silage nets.
