GOLEEN BARKING POT PROJECT TURNS OUT A HUGE SUCCESS
In 2009 the Community Council felt that we should undertake a project near the pier in Goleen we applied to the Heritage Council for grant aid to restore the old Barking Pot that had been covered in with briars and bushes for some years. We succeeded in getting grant aid and entered negotiations with the land owners working with them on what has now turned out to be a beautiful restoration of something that was of such importance to the people of Goleen and beyond for many years in the past.  Now the Barking Pot has been restored to its original glory.  Included in this restoration is a seat for people to relax and look at the beauty of the area that surrounds them and also two sizeable information boards giving the history of the area and the use that was made of the Barking Pot.
These information boards are packed with very interesting history.  When we were compiling them we encouraged everyone to forward us information of importance to this project.  Michael Kingston was one of those who did; he tells the story of T P O Mahony & Sons, Fish Merchants, The Corner House, Goleen.  He also explains the importance of seine fishing industry to the area and gives part of a 
song which celebrates this.  It goes like this:  ‘All curors to the ready, have your knives in good repair, and make your way to Canty’s Cove, as the fish  will be soon be there.’ Another contributor to this information board was Jim O Meara.  Jim’s knowledge and interest in local history is second to none.  Jim tells the story of Goleen Harbour and gives great detail about it.  He also gave us a very clear picture of 15 workmen working in the making of Goleen Pier.  I can safely tell you there were no machine rock breakers at the time; the rock was broken at the time by whatever implement you could use by hand.  Bernie Sheehan, Canawee, also gave us a picture of her father, well known to all, Dan 
Griffin and her uncle working on a barking pot.  There are pictures of the two barking pots on Crookhaven piers.  Besides this information there is many more pictures and lots more information on the boards.  To be very honest, they are packed with information and will have you spellbound for 
quite some time if you have the chance to go to see the project. 

Now it’s the time to thank those involved; I do hope I haven’t left anyone out.  To start with we 
would like to thank Norma Sheehan, Corner House, Goleen for her co-operation given to us with the project. I ‘m sure she, like many more, will be very proud of the way it turned out.  We would like to thank Michael Kingston, Norma’s nephew, also for much help he gave to us on the project.  Thanks to Jim O Meara for his brilliant recollection of the history and his willingness to share this with all of us.
To Bernie Sheehan for tearing the attic and getting her picture for us. Thank you to the rural workers for working in double quick time to get the work done as the deadline for the grant fast  approached.  To William Burchill, Joe Croke and  Tom Jermyn  for their advice; to Kevin O Sullivan for making and erecting the stands and to all who helped in any way to give the public the opportunity to see our heritage as it should be and not in ruin.  A big thank you to the Heritage Council for making it possible and for their assistance in this project. The Community Council has carried out many similar projects r in the area, reminding people of our history in the years since its formation.  Some coming to mind are 
Lissagriffin School, Lissagriffin Milk Stand, Lowertown Replica Village, Dunbeacon Milk Stand and many more.  

We would ask you, the public, to think back to something in your area that was of importance long ago and may have remains still in existence.  Speak to the Community Councillors in your area. Maybe we can apply for some grant aid and restore it like this one on Goleen pier.  Whatever it is, especially if it’s near the roadside just let us know and we will look into it with great interest.  When you have time to look at the info boards in Goleen,  if you can identify those men,  who worked in Goleen pier long ago,  we would be most grateful as we can only identify a few of them to date.

The trip was not in vain as they recorded their second win of the campaign after a good hour’s hurling played in ideal conditions. Mizen opened the scoring with a point from Conor O'Driscoll but Dripsey replied with the first goal of the game after a surging run from one of their midfielders opened the Mizen defence. Brendan Dwyer replied with a great long range effort. The switch of Conor O'Driscoll to midfield helped to steady the ship and we were treated to some great tussles around the middle as both Conor and Brendan worked tirelessly to gain the ascendancy for their side against two equally skilled opponents. Dripsey struck for a second goal as a long delivery ended in the net. Mizen took control after this and the Dripsey keeper made some great saves from both Darren O'Donovan and Brendan Dwyer. Conor pointed a 65 and Darren added a goal to cut the lead to the minimum. Shane O'Leary who had been playing well with his direct running scored two goals to turn the game around. Mizen’s ability to last the pace throughout the field meant that they added on four goals and two points to Dripsey's point in the last ten minutes.  U16 games resume end of June after exams.
