The Community Council have known since the completion of the community playing pitch and centre that while the sporting needs of the community were being met there was something that was not being catered for in the community. It is the goal of the Community Council to address this need  and provide a state of the art building that will cater for both the elderly, the youth, all ages and all walks of life in this peninsula.  This we are doing as we set about on another adventure with the building of the all new community facility.  This extension will have a function room that has the capability of holding up to 150 people and will also have proper meeting room facilities for more than one meeting in any one night, all on the ground floor. The new building will also have a first floor facility. ‘Exciting’, you say;  yes it sure will be and I am still on the good news if you did read the heading. This good news continues for a little time more, the Community Council applied for funding from the West Cork Development Partnership.  This process was carried out strictly in as fair and as open a manner that was possible.  We had a public advert on the Southern Star prior to Christmas looking for tenders for this job as we could not apply for Leader funding until this public advert was put in place, giving the public the opportunity to tender for the job.  We ended up with six companies tendering; one of these which saw the advert was as far away as Tipperary. When we had all the tenders in we were in a position to send in our application for funding to the WCDP which we did. After careful consideration by the WDCP we, Goleen & District Community Council were awarded 75% funding for the project.  The building contract was awarded to West Cork Civil Engineering as they were the lowest tender for the job and had an excellent track record of carrying out such works.  This was all good news. The Community Council were informed by WDCP that their grant aid would be fully paid at the beginning of next year so as we were to start the project this month we required a bridging loan.  This is where the Bad and the Mad comes in to this story.  The Community Council has a state guarantee going to the Bank so it could not have been easier to get the bridging loan you must think. In reality the way we were treated was nothing less than scandalous. As always we felt we should support the local bank as we have done excellent business with them for many years and never left a debt to them in any way and we thought that would stand for something.  But sadly it stood for nothing as we were fed this waiting game, which ended when we walked away after becoming exasperated by conditions of a loan that could never be met  to obtain this grant. With great disappointment with the treatment we were dished out but still determined to succeed we had to go to a bank 30 miles away to do business.  This we did and yes, they had terms and conditions to be met also, but could be met by the ordinary human being.  We are now glad to be able to announce that this project which will be a huge benefit to the peninsula can now go ahead.  Not alone will it be a huge benefit to the community in the years ahead, it will also create employment for the many builders who will be working over the next few months. The whole point to this story is that loyalty stands for nothing when it comes to banks. The banks have done their level best in the past to ruin us and anyone would think they might have learnt their lesson and that they would be doing their very best to come to the aid of the community you, us, the people, they won’t.  They continue to show absolutely no respect and leave question marks all over the way they do business with the people, who put them there. The only scrap of credibility these banks could show is to get the community people involved in their boards and let them see the reality of what's out there which could well kick them out of the cloud cuckoo land they are in.        AND EVEN WE HAVE ROOM FOR THE BEST  Well you have had the good the bad and mad and now here is the best news I've heard in my travels this week from a daughter, whose mother  travelled recently on the Swansea Cork ferry and the kind way she was looked after and it goes like this. 
 ‘Just thought I would let you know that the ferry, Julia came to the rescue when the volcanic ash grounded flights from Ireland last month. My mother, who has had a new hip and who finds it difficult to walk too far, was due to fly back to the UK but couldn't so we booked her on the ferry. I was a bit worried as she couldn't carry her case too far etc but there was no need; from the staff at the check in desk to the driver of the passenger bus in Swansea ..they couldn't have been nicer. A member of staff carried her case on board, a wheelchair was found and another passenger even gave her their cabin for the journey. In the morning the chair and pusher were there for her and she had no problems at all. It restores your faith in human nature when you get good service for a fair price, Mum said the staff were so helpful and kind and nothing was too much trouble and that the ship, although not her first choice of transport ....was very clean and comfortable and she said she would do it again.’    That's what we all want to hear thank you, Deirdre, for sharing this good news story with us.
