It is impossible for us to say why its gone so long without a win as we have not changed anything about this lotto over the past few years giving you the public the opportunity to pick 3 numbers out of 32. If these three numbers come out on the Saturday night you’re a winner it could not be simpler. We have not raised the numbers we have been as fair as we ever were there was a time that it was won week after week and now no matter how you try it there is no winner, but at least there is a major benefit from this lotto as the proceeds are been spent back in the community in more than one way, have a look at the seven graveyards in the peninsula Kilmoe, Crookhaven, Goleen, Kielhangel, Dunbeacon, Ballinskeagh and Schull. The Rural social workers maintain these graveyards to a level that shows respect to those who have gone before us. This maintenance comes at a considerable cost -Machines, Fuel etc etc and has to be paid for, thanks to this lotto we can continue this, then there are other works that need financing: Tidy towns projects in Crookhaven, Goleen, Dunbeacon, Toormore and Lowertown these projects again come at a cost and is been picked up with the aid of the lotto funding, other projects the community council over saw was the painting of community buildings, maintaining the Schull Inshore Rescue Centre and maintenance of the Community Care houses in Goleen and the Community Playing pitch and Community centre in Goleen this is just a small sample of the 37 projects carried out by the rural social scheme in the past 12 months all needing financing we also are paying back a loan for our community centre and we will have to pick up the short fall for the new extension, which is to begin in the week ahead all this is financed by you and your support of this lotto which has enabled us to continue this high level of community activity. We would ask you to continue this support but also I would like to draw your attention to another lotto you are familiar with - the national lottery what is been happening with the money here we ask or do you ever ask surely you don’t throw your money over the counter and walk away without enquiring where its going or is it going to the purpose that it was set up to do. This it was for some time but when I contacted them recently for a number of community groups that need funding there is no money been allocated out at present surely that would mean that there are no lottery tickets for sale at the present time in this country but wrong again the ticket sales in this country are in full swing. Pressure is been put on the relevant people through the community voluntary forum for answers to genuine community groups that are looking for this funding its incredible to think that this is allowed continue and makes a mockery of us Irish to be blinkered into purchasing national lottery tickets on the basis that moneys collected would be going back to communities when its not! Will this lotto funding swing its doors open again near election time you may well ask but at this time its not open and transparent so the only advice we can give today to you is forget the national lottery and support the local lottery where you money is taken from one hand and given back in the other in so many ways which benefit the whole community.  GUN LICENCE - Just a word of advice to all you gun owners (don’t worry all you holiday makers down here its not the wild west) please make out your application for the new licence immediately as the deadline is fast approaching and you have been warned.  FESTIVAL LOVERS - The much loved Goleen Family Festival is fast approaching and every available opportunity is been given to organising a great family week this year from the 8th to the 15th of August. Music has been booked and a few changes are been looked at to keep it interesting and family friendly. That week is now a must for so many as calls have been received from abroad so they can arrange their holidays around the festival time giving local businesses a boost.
