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 FARM INCOMES DROP OVER 40% This is the startling news which broke in the national media in the last few days. but to be honest we have been speaking about this in our newsletter. Well, now the fact that it’s national headlines backs up what we have been saying for months. Farm income dropped one third last year and the average farm income last year was €11986, the lowest level in 10 years ( € 11088 in 1999). We are 43% below 1995 levels with more than a 40% drop since 2007. I don’t have any stats to hand on fishermen’s income, but my guess is that it could well be worse than that of the farmer. It’s not easy to be the bearer of bad news, but this is the reality that can’t be denied. Unemployment in West Cork is at an all time high. New stats obtained today for our newsletter show a staggering increase in those on the live register in West Cork (September 2007  3000 - May 2010 8500). This is not taking in to account all kinds of welfare payments.  When these are taken into account the figure is over 11000 PEOPLE.  Looking at the stats in more depth the rise started to hit in January 2009 and there was no stopping it then. Breaking down these figures on the live register  in West Cork—Bandon Sept 2007-573—April 2010 1554; Kinsale 2007 550—2010 1304; Macroom 2007 517 –2010 1816; Clonakilty 2007 474—2010 1275; Skibbereen 2007 353– 2010 1229;  Bantry 2007 302– 2010 1258;  Bantry SWLO 2007 123— 2010 325. The top three highest rise in this example were Bantry at 316%, Macroom at 251% and Skibbereen at 248.2%. These figures show the phenomenal growth between 2007 and 2010 for each of the West Cork towns. Bandon and Macroom have the largest numbers in absolute terms while Bantry and Skibbereen have increased the most in proportional terms. 

Overall in West Cork at this present time there are 11000 people receiving credits, Back to Work schemes, Job Seeker’s Allowance and Job Seeker’s Benefit. The out of work break down for the Male/ Female figures in June 07 was about 1500 each; now it’s nearly 6000 males and over 3000 females. A further break down for those out of work reads 13% females under 35; 20% females over 35; 28% males under 35 and 39% males over 35 who were on Job seeker’s Benefit and assistance payments in West Cork in March 2010.  Of these, 35% have been more than one year on benefit and 65% less than one year. The group hardest hit are males over 25 years of age; that figure has jumped from 1000 in June 07 to 5000 now. These figures are staggering, but this is the reality. Welfare clinics are full to capacity and citizen information services stretched to their limit.  It looks as if the Government don’t want to acknowledge that we in West Cork are a severe employment black spot. We’re being looked at as if all things are beautiful down here. Well they are lovely on a fine day, but ‘Get real, politicians, and put West Cork chronic employment problems on the top of your agendas and force change that will give ease to many under severe pressure at these times. Act urgently!’                                              

WEST CORK RAPID RESPONSE There is no need to explain to the public about the West Cork Rapid Response and the great work it does for the West Cork people.
