Many improvements have been made to these beaches in the past couple of years and this is in no small way to the efforts of Cork County Council and in particular to Area Engineer, Billy Horgan, who has spearheaded many of the improvements that have been made.  This is what Michael Colllins, Chairman of  Goleen & District Community Council said in receiving the Green Flag awards at the function.  He also went on to thank Arran O’Driscoll and Finbarr Santry of the West Cork Development Partnership for the way they have worked the Rural Social Scheme. Workers funded by WCDP have helped in the clean up of these beaches.  Teddy Brown, Environmental Officer with Cork County Council, was not forgotten for his great work with Community groups.  Michael said this award of the Green Flag was recognition for the work of many, including Cork County Council, GDCC and also the local youth club, Foroige, who made such great efforts in cleaning all the beaches this year.  He also congratulated the friends of Cadogan’s Strand, who also won a Green Flag. This is a great achievement for the Mizen Peninsula and puts our beaches on the international maps.  But for us to maintain this, we will all have to play our part and the biggest way of doing this is to stop littering our beaches.  Some of these beaches are been ruined by litter and this puts the huge efforts by  all at times to no use but that's for another day as the Mizen Peninsula scoops top awards in this prestigious event.
