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TRAGIC CAR ACCIDENT SENDS MESSAGE TO ALL OF US


On Sunday night last at 10.40 pm in a road between Clonmany and Buncrana, County Donegal eight lives were ended in an accident that has sent shivers down the spines of all in this country— 7 young men in their prime and a  66 year old man.  This horrific accident has been well documented all week by media from all over the world as you would expect would happen with an accident of this magnitude. The grief that all nine families and friends are going through is unimaginable, those of the eight that died and the one survivor’s family also. But throughout this whole tragedy is an air of complete forgiveness—no finger pointing, no blame, no bitterness, just an incredible air of forgiveness.  This is truly a lesson for each and everyone of us that people who are experiencing this incredible hurt and severe pain have no anger in their hearts and we ,at times, who think we have problems in our lives, sometimes really have very little to whine about.
 On Wednesday at the funeral of Mr.Hugh Friel, they stated that Mr Friel would never have wanted the circumstances surrounding his death to heap anymore pain, sadness, grief or guilt on anyone affected by the crash on Sunday night. These same words are been echoed by all of the other families affected by this nightmare.  In what has to be their darkest moments they ever will or should experience, it is a most human way to act as it is truly an example to every living person in this island of ours. In a week when the stones could cry, we see such kindness and all we down here can do is think for a moment of our very busy lives of those who don't know what life and living is this week in Donegal. To our young motorists, and all of us who sit behind the wheel daily, cut back on the speed and the wheelies and what ever the young people get up to in cars today because it’s not a joke. You are behind what can be described as a loaded weapon that can cause mass destruction. We community people should also look at how we could help out the youth.  Are there some car events that can be held in a safe environment locally so our youth could enjoy the skills of motoring in this safe environment and not take to the road. We should do  something and should not walk away but maybe try and find a solution that would be an education to all in our community. Today I ask you to remember those who died and also the survivor of last Sunday nights crash in your prayers over the weekend
