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ANOTHER NAIL IN THE COFFIN FOR SMALL BUSINESS

This is what Avine McNally, Director, Small Firms Association, has said the proposals by Minister John Gormley to order local authorities to force commercial drivers of small vans to legally declare that they will not use them for domestic or pleasure purposes.  While many of us kept our fingers crossed that some of these ministers would extend their holidays well into next year, how our hopes were dashed as Minister Gormley decided that in case any one had some comfort got from taking a child to school or a run to the shops with their commercial vehicle to pick up a bit of shopping, he could not allow this little luxury to continue.  How could anyone expect luxuries in this island at this time? The AA branded this move by Gormley as silly and unenforceable as he attempts to tap overstretched motorists for another  900 euro in tax if they use their commercial vehicle for private use. Under the changes owners of all commercial vehicles will have to sign a new goods only declaration in a garda station. They will have to state the vehicle will not be used at any time for social domestic or pleasure purposes. At least one Government TD who’s off the block and worth his wages, Timmy Dooley. has called on Environment Minister Gormley to review the laws relating to the taxing of commercial vehicles and if necessary amend the legislation to clear up the current confusion. Blaming a recent circular from the Department of Environment for the confusion, Deputy Dooley said it was ludicrous to suggest that a small business owner, farmer or tradesman would be unable to use commercially taxed vehicles for minor personal use. The facts of life for people in rural Ireland are such that a farmer may have to drop a child to school in their jeep on the way to the cattle mart or a carpenter may have to visit the shop on the way home to collect groceries and a small business owner may have to run a personal errand in the company van. ‘This is farcical and unenforceable and the Minister needs to regularise the matter without delay’, Deputy Dooley said. Well, the only advice the ordinary people of this country can give to some of these ministers, who spend more time watching how to make peoples lives a misery instead of getting this country up and running again,  is to extend your lovely long holidays way into next year or even the year after!
