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On this Wednesday night  50 people came to Goleen Community Centre for an information evening on the cutbacks in Bantry General Hospital. There is no doubting the concern that the people of the Mizen Peninsula have when it comes to cutbacks in the Hospital.  We will show all the support that’s needed in the coming weeks and months to try to prevent and  reverse any cutbacks that may happen. Tom Barry, Chairman of The Friends of Bantry General Hospital and John O’Shea, member of The Friends of Bantry Hospital spoke of the efforts they are making to see off any cutbacks or downgrading of services in the hospital. The following was outlined to those present: Bantry Hospital provides the following service to you  - 168 hours a week the hospital is available, 24 hour surgical and medical care 7 days a week,  24 hour consultant surgeon and surgical team on call, 24 hour anaesthetist service,  24 hour intensive care, 24 hour X-ray and laboratory services and 24 hour casualty services. They dealt with 7000 patients in 2008.  There is an excellent 8 bedded rehab facility.  70% of admissions to the hospital are emergency out of hours after 5 pm and at weekends.  Now with the cutbacks already almost 20% of acute admission beds gone. And the worry is that we are facing the following cutbacks: 39 hours per week the hospital will be available to you, not the 168 hours, 24 hour surgical services gone, 24 hour anaesthetists gone, 24 hour intensive care unit gone, 24 hour lab services gone, 24 hour X-ray service gone, and a question mark over the rehabilitation service. If this is to happen it will spell disaster for all in West Cork. A question raised on the night was that if this is to go ahead a case could be taken as it a breach of our constitutional rights. It was also agreed by all is that the HSE does not work. Since the disbandment of the Health Boards, the people of Ireland no longer  have a say in their local Hospitals. It was stated that there has been cross party agreement on the Bantry Hospital issue in the County Council, who have sent a request to Professor Drumm to meet with the Council. This has been ignored, posing the question whether this man and Minister Harney are  some sort of a dictators. Why can’t they realise that West Cork has the oldest age profile in Europe.  Surely this means something to the politicians. The Community Council and volunteers are coordinating the collection of signatures for the Friends of Bantry Hospital, which has to be back by Wednesday week to them. This and other actions will be happening in the weeks and months ahead. Tom Barry Chairman of The Friends of Bantry General Hospital group said that if negotiations are not successful,  they will be asking the people of West Cork to travel to Dublin to protest with them to stop the gradual closing down of Bantry General Hospital.
