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WORK ON NEW EXTENSION OF COMMUNITY CENTRE AT ADVANCED STAGE  Over the past few months the Community Council has been working on a new project, which is now not far from completion. This project is the building of a state of the art facility to cater for functions for all activities, a social centre for elder events, multi meeting rooms with modern equipment fitted for same, office facilities and rooms for youth initiatives;  also catering for the needs of families and those unemployed in this area. This building will be an addition to the state of the art Sports Centre and Sports Playing Pitch Facility that is available in the Goleen Community Centre and will not be matched anywhere in West Cork.  Goleen and District Community Council has been working on all these projects for many years and have got huge support from the local community to date.  We are in negotiations with many organisations to make sure we will cater for all needs with this new building, which will be open to the public in the near future. We are very aware of the current financial situation that this country is going through and we have made the decision that this is not the time to be knocking on people’s doors for money.  We have had great support from West Cork Development Partnership, who are funding 75% of this project under the Rural Development funding, which is available to all community groups for community projects. But the remainder of the costs are being funded by the success of our community LOTTO,  which you, the public, have supported so well over the years.  This support has meant that the Community Council will not be doing the dreaded door to door, which no one wants at these times. We would ask you to please continue this support as we not only are delivering  with this new facility, but also maintain graveyards in Goleen and Schull areas, carry out Tidy Town projects in Crookhaven, Lowertown, Toormore, Dunbeacon and Goleen, help to  maintain the Inshore Rescue Centre in Schull, give weekly phone calls to the elderly and carry out numerous other projects on an ongoing basis in the area. Goleen & District Community Council has worked  closely with the HSE in the past couple of weeks through the severe weather.  We responded to their calls that our help was required.  This is a new step that the Community Council always aspired to as there should be a strong connection between the community and the HSE  in every community,  which in turn will give a better delivery of services for all. The success of the Swansea Cork Ferry was discussed at Monday’s Community Council meeting. The ferry has benefitted this region in a big way this past 12 months. The Community Council which played a major part in one of the biggest fundraisers for the Ferry are glad of Ferry’s success and wish the committee the very best as they work hard to keep this amenity going for the benefit of all.  The Community Council discussed the idea of getting the Mizen Peninsula as an identity of its own on this boat, especially there is a tourist office on board, which was opened recently and which members of the Community Council attended to represent their shareholders. The importance of a presence on the Ferry cannot be stressed strongly enough in this case. Coming under the umbrella of another area would somewhat dilute the message, that we want to put out there to those travelling, that Ballydehob, Goleen and Schull are open for all business from this Ferry.  We will be working on this idea with the committee in the days ahead. Also discussed at the monthly meeting was that the publishers of  a recent Common Purpose brochure, in which many state bodies advertise what they have to offer, have asked Goleen & District Community Council to show what we have to offer.  As we were the only community group in the Skibbereen region asked to participate it was an honour that we did not pass up and all have received these brochures in the post this past week. 
DEFIBRILLATORS FOR GOLEEN PARISH  During the summer a fundraiser took place for the purchase of a number of defibrillators for Goleen Parish and recently Goleen & District Community Council met with the people who took part in the fundraiser and who are now working with the Community Council in purchasing and erecting these life saving units in the correct areas in the parish. Courses are also being sourced and volunteers are being sought. We hope that over the next few weeks all will be put in place, which will put our minds at some ease in the Community.
